The Importance of Memberships  
This year Winnipeg bowlers saw the introduction of a new permanent C5 member-
ship card and the “number for life” program.  C5 numbers issued to bowlers are 
now permanent. Whether bowlers continue to participate year after year, or 
whether they take some time away from the game and decide to come back, their 
number will not change.  Standardizing the card and the numbers represents a 
strong advancement for the organization of bowling across the country; however 
there are still improvements to be made.  

The C5 has experienced steadily decreasing membership numbers over the past 
twenty years.  The membership of the Winnipeg and Manitoba Five-pin Bowlers’ 
Association has declined as well. The 1970s saw some 15,000+ members partici-
pating in the same events we offer today. Today, the W5 boasts a mere 700 mem-
bers. The recent growth in popularity of other sports has only made the situation 
for bowling more difficult.  While many other sports offering a global appeal where 
a fortunate few have the opportunity to compete in international competition, bowl-
ing often gets overlooked as a sport with limited potential. 

The game that Tommy Ryan invented in 1909 has seen several changes over the 
past 100 years, but the fundamentals remain the same.  Recently, bowling had the 
welcomed distinction of being voted Canada’s 4th greatest invention of all time.  
So how is such a uniquely Canadian and popular sport--which is celebrating its 
100th anniversary this year--continually and consistently overlooked?  The answer 
is simple: membership numbers. 

Increased membership numbers would improve the sport’s standing in a number 
of ways. First, provincial funding and government grants increase dramatically with 
a larger membership base.  Second, individual membership fees would decrease, 
as would provincial and national assessments.  Imagine qualifying for a tourna-
ment in one of your leagues, and not having to pay any more additional fees to ad-
vance to any of the next rounds.  Sponsorships also become available because of 
potential advertisement opportunities and the chance to reach out to vast number 
of people.  Our game in turn becomes more attractive to members and non-
members alike.  

Now is the time to act! We must work together, not just for the benefit of our 
league, our centre, or our associations, but the sport of five-pin bowling itself.  As 
participants, we all need to support the institutions that make it possible for us to 
enjoy this great game. The W5 is working to see bowling succeed and flourish well 
into the coming years. 
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The 2009 M5PBA Provincial Open was held at 
Thunderbird Bowl in Brandon traditionally, on 
Easter Weekend. 
Men’s and ladies singles competed on Thursday 
afternoon in a 10 game qualifier, with the top 5 
making the stepladder on Saturday afternoon.   
Team competition took part on Thursday night, 
Friday and Saturday morning.  A round robin, 
match play format determined who would be 
fighting it out for the provincial title. 
Scores were expected to be high coming into the 
event, and the bowlers exceeded everyone’s ex-
pectations.  250 was the cut off for the top 5 for 
the women’s singles, with 257 being the men’s 
cut off, respectively.  Other high averages for the 
team competition included Scott Barbour (288), 
Sandi Anderson (263), Barbara Kowalchuk 
(262), Marc Meilleur (271) and Don Carpenter 
(275) who also had the high game of the tourna-
ment with 416.
